Getting started at university can be difficult, and to make it 
easier for students with a refugee background, Freie 
Universität Berlin’s program Welcome@FUBerlin offers a 
variety of services: 

 German language classes: 
covering B1 to C1 level

Subject-specific preparation and language training, 
courses include B2/C1 level German classes. 

 Guest study program for refugees: 
Possibility to take selected classes and earn credit 
points for future enrollment in a degree program. 

 Independent language learning centre and tandem 
program: 
Learn German on your own or with a language 
tandem partner. 

 Buddy Program: 
Get matched with a fellow student buddy/mentor.
